Dear Parents,
It is hard to believe that our year is already over. It has been a joy getting to know all of your children. I thank you for your help and support in and out of the classroom. As I have said before, I not only have a wonderful class but a wonderful group of parents. 


Attached are some materials, which may be useful in helping maintain your child’s skills over this summer. The summer stories contain words the children have learned this year, as well as some words they will work on in first grade. It is also a good idea to frequently review all of the letters, letter sounds, blending words, and the sight words: I like blue go do where one what here three two we that you yellow my see look to is am can red get little and but the it at have not bug in up a.

In addition, please help your child work with numbers. You can use math stories (page I sent home earlier), jelly bean math, and heads and tails math with pennies (ask your child to write a number story by writing the number of pennies with heads up plus the number heads up). 

I have also sent home your child’s journal. We have written in this journal throughout the year: Sometimes with prompts, sometimes copying certain words, and sometimes free writing. Please encourage your child to continue the writing over the summer. They can write about a story, an activity they did, or just about the weather. This will keep their encoding skills developing.  Remember, inventive, phonetic spelling, is good!


Finally, another activity I would encourage you and your child to do this summer is read, read, read and read some more. Read as often as you can to them and let them read what they can to you. Reading is an excellent way to brush up on the skills they have learned this year, as well as an opportunity to challenge those who need it. Take advantage of the public library summertime reading programs. The librarians are very helpful if you need book suggestions.


Thank you again for giving me the opportunity to get to know your children, it has been a blessing. We had a fabulous year together. I wish you a very safe and happy summer.
