Dear Parents and Students:
The Languages Other Than English final exam will be given on Monday, June 18, 2012. All eighth grade students will travel to the high school to take the test at 9 a.m. and return to the middle schools for their afternoon classes.

This test is the equivalent of the New York State Languages Other Than English Second Language Proficiency Test, and will count as 1/5 of the final grade for the course. In addition, NYS requires students to pass this test in order to receive the minimum one unit of high school LOTE credit needed for graduation with a Regents diploma. 

Students will be taking the speaking portion of the test prior to that day, but it is imperative that they be here for the listening, reading, and writing sections of the test on June 18. Since this is comparable to a Regent examination, security issues will not allow students to take the test before or after the scheduled date and time.

 Please be aware of the importance of this test and do not schedule doctor or dentist appointments, family trips, etc. for that date. We ask that you complete and return the bottom of this letter to your LOTE teacher by Thursday, March 15, 2012.
