The Periodic Table of WHAT?!
Purpose: To create a table of “elements” using items of personal interest, arranged into groups and periods that demonstrate observable trends.

Procedure:

1. Select a topic for your periodic table. Examples are sports teams, musical artists, celebrities, types of food, athletes, films/television shows, etc.

a. Be sure that your topic will allow you to identify individual elements

b. You need a minimum of 25 elements

2. Select the elements you will use in your table. There is no maximum, but you must have at least 25 elements.

3. Create a periodic table block for each element containing identifying information.

a. Each block must contain at least a name, number, symbol, and at least one other characteristic that identifies its properties.

4. Arrange your elements in columns that have similar properties, and rows that show trends from left to right.

a. You should have at least 5 columns and 5 rows.

5. Create your table, placing the blocks in the order established in Step 4.

6. Write a brief explanation of what your elements represent, what information each block contains, and how you developed your method for arranging them in the table.

7. Present you table to the class. The presentation should be at least 2 minutes, and be prepared to answer questions from the class.
