TIPS FOR SUCCESS:

CLASSROOM PROCEDURES

ASSIGNMENTS:
1. Homework assignments will either be collected at the beginning of the period or corrected in class using a colored pencil or pen.  Full credit for an assignment will be given when it is finished by the beginning of class.

a. All assignments are due at the beginning of class on the due date given.  However, homework assignments that are not handed in (late work) or incomplete assignments WILL be made up.  This may occur during study hall or in the Homework Center.

b. While you may expect to receive partial credit on late assignments, it is my intention to maximize your learning by ensuring that all work is eventually completed so there are no zeroes in my grade book.

TEST: 


1. Students will take quizzes and test on a regular basis.  The test will assess the comprehension of the material being

covered in class.

a. If 80% of the class scores below an 80% on any given test or quiz the entire class will be reviewed and then retested once I feel the students have a better understanding of the material

b. Therefore the second test score will be the one recorded in the grade book.

ABSENCES:
1. Excused absences: All assignments, whether in-class or homework, should be made up if you have an excused absence.  They will be clearly listed in the make-up notebook kept in the classroom.  You are expected to inform the teacher in advance of any absences as well as come by the room and get your work the day you come back so you may be prepared for the next class meeting.

a. Make-up work from an excused  absence is due the day after you return, unless you have made specific arrangements with me BEFORE the absence occurs.

b. If you miss a test or quiz due to an absence, you will take the test immediately upon your return to school outside of class time.  We will discuss and agree upon a time together.

2. Unexcused absences: According to the policy outlined in the St. Pius X Student Handbook, “students forfeit the right to make up homework, tests and quizzes missed during the unexcused absence(s).”  Therefore, please make every effort to attend each class session!

GENERAL CLASSROOM PROCEDURES:

1. As soon as you enter the classroom, get to your seat, take out class materials and assignments, and begin working on the warm-up activity.

2. During the prayer (and pledge, if applicable), please stand quietly and listen to the prayer and recite the pledge.  Making sure to keep quiet while announcements are being read.

3. Raise your hand to speak English or to ask a question.

4. Please do not get up from your seat during class except for emergencies.  

5. If you need to leave the classroom during the period, fill out a pass in your agenda and bring to me to sign. Leave the classroom quietly (remember to take your agenda with you) and return to the classroom quietly.

6. Work throughout the entire class.  Until I dismiss you, class is considered in session.
