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Sixth Grade students meet for 50 minutes three time a week. They continue to work on the development of the four skills of listening, speaking, reading and writing.

We will pursuer our studies in the sixth grade text; Spanish is Fun (Amsco Publications).

Students will be able to keep this book at the end of the academic year. The text will be supplemented by a variety of audio-visual materials.

The sixth grade level students receive homework assignments at the end of each class period in order to reinforce the material taught that day. Both written and silent study time are essential to learning a new language. All written homework is corrected during class time and there is ample opportunity for questions to be answered. Students correct their work and are not penalized for errors. Failure to complete the assignment is a significant offence as it interferes with the learning process and contributes to the development of poor study habits. There will be a deduction of one point from the quarterly average for any missing or incomplete assignment that is not accompanied by a parent’s note indicating difficult circumstances.
A written evaluation in the form of a quiz and / or test will be given approximately once every four classes. These quizzes and test will follow announced study assignments of vocabulary, participation cooperation in following rules and regulations, and quality of dialogue presentation. Letter grade (A,B,C,D, and F) will be used on writing evaluations, progress repots, and report cards.
