Choice Current Event Journals and Discussion

Step 1:  Find a current event article published within the past six months.  
1. Articles MUST be considered contemporary world issues.  That means covering news stories like Brittney Spears’ latest mental breakdown is unacceptable.
2. Articles also must be from a credible source and preferably from a source listed on the back side of this page. 

3. The article must be at least 250 words / 1 page long and contain depth.  This means an article stating merely just facts but never really explaining an issue is unacceptable.
4. Be sure your printout or clip contains: the article title, the title of the media publication, the date published, and the author.  
Step 2:  Read the article and write a well thought out journal.  
1. The journal must be a minimum of 1 page typed (12 point, Times New Roman, double spaced).  

2. The journal must contain the following:  Summary of article, your opinion if otherwise not already given, and an adult’s opinion of the article.  
3. Note:  To obtain the adult opinion they should not read the article, but instead be given a verbal summary and discuss the issue.

Step 3:  Bring the article, questions, and journal to class on the due date.  During discussion each article will be presented with opinions and answers to questions with time allotted for reactions and questions from the class. 

Step 4:  Turn in the article, questions, and journal to Ms. Kirst.  

NOTE:  You will not be able to participate in discussion if you do not have your journal complete and with you in class.
