2. Challenges included crowded, substandard tenement housing; filthy city streets; danger from fires in crowded housing; and street crime and violence.  Solutions included city-regulated housing; the creation of a sanitation department and the installation of new sewage systems; the organization of professional firefighting departments; and the organization of city police forces.

3. Proposals will vary depending on problem.

4. Both groups were looking for work, and jobs were available in the cities.

5. Planners made the city more functional by zoning parts of the city for heavy industry, financial institutions, and residences.  They also built public spaces, such as libraries, parks, and government buildings and universities.

6. Many people moved into urban areas in a relatively short period of time, straining existing services and infrastructure and causing many of the problems that soon developed.
