1. In what ways were the right s of African Americans restricted?

Through de jure (by law) & and de facto (by fact or societal standard) segregation = Jim Crow Laws
Voting restrictions = literacy tests, grandfather clauses, and poll taxes.

2. What kinds of discrimination did Chinese immigrants face?  How did Chinese immigrants use the court system to protest discrimination?

Segregated schools (San Francisco), CA barred employment of people of Chinese ancestry, Chinese Exclusion Act, etc.

Yick Wo v. Hopkins (1886) – SC sided with Chinese immigrant challenging a CA law banning him from operating a laundry.
U.S. v. Wong Kim Ark (1898) – SC ruled that individuals of Chinese descent born in U.S. could not be stripped of their citizenship.
3. Why did Mexican Americans lose rights to their land?

Treaty of Guadalupe Hidalgo (end of Mexican-American War) guaranteed the property rights of Mexicans who lived in the Southwest prior to the war.  Still four out of five lost their land.

a. U.S. courts put burden of proof on Mexicans Americans to show they owned the land in disputes.

b. Anglo-Americans used political connection to take the land away – ex. the “Santa Fe Ring”

4. What setbacks did women experience in the years after Reconstruction? What gains did they make?

Gains = abolishment of slavery, began the fight for their own equality, number of women attending college jumped, and women played a role in the reform movements (temperance/WCTU, public health, and welfare).  In addition by 1906 four states had granted women voting rights (WY, UT, CO, ID)

Setbacks = did not get the right to vote, but blacks did under the 14th amendment = in response in 1869 Susan B. Anthony and Elizabeth Cady Stanton formed the National Woman Suffrage Association to fight for a constitutional amendment that would grant women the right to vote.

5. Explain how each person or group challenged discrimination.

a. Booker T. Washington – improved vocational education for African Americans
b. W.E.B. Du Bois – fought for political equality for African Americans
c. Ida B. Wells – exposed discrimination and opposed lynching.
d. Las Gorras Blancas – protested discrimination in the Southwest

6. How did the Plessy v. Ferguson decision support the existence of Jim Crow laws?

It ruled that separate but equal accommodations were legal.  Problem: the accommodations were not equal.
7. How did the Treaty of Guadalupe Hidalgo affect relations between Mexican Americans and white Americans in the Southwest?

The treaty harmed relations between Mexican Americans and white Americans in the Southwest because many white Americans abused the treaty and took land away from Mexican Americans.

8. Do you think women activists during the late 1800s had any effect on the political or social life of the country?

Yes; women activists changed social ideas about what women could do and achieve.  Women also influenced politics (consider the temperance laws) even though they did not have the right to vote.
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
