The Union in Crisis Government Résumé & Cover Letter
You will be required to write a resume with cover letter as if you were a famous historical figure living during the time of the Civil War and Reconstruction.  Your objective is to persuade the current president (at the time you are writing) that you deserve recognition as one of the most instrumental figures for a given event.  
You will begin with a cover letter that introduces who you are and your role in your given event (which includes a detailed description of the event).  The cover letter will be followed with a resume highlighting your life and career to help your employer better understand why you deserve such recognition.

All resumes need to be typed, follow the format provided, have all topics covered, and be in first person.  In addition they must contain internal citations with your name and Works Cited on the back. See the Purdue OWL site and Ms. Kirst’s MLA handout for Works Cited format. (75 points) 

It is recommended that you begin with your text for background information and then move onto more sophisticated sources.  You MUST use at least one book and one RELIABLE website in addition to your text.  WIKIPEDIA WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED AS A SOURCE.
