Unit 3

Early 20th Century U.S. Brochure
Your brochure will publicize a specific early 20th century program, movement or idea from Unit 3.  The brochure must persuade the audience (Ms. Kirst) that this program was either beneficial or detrimental to the United States (75 points).
1. Each student will design a brochure that covers one of the following early 20th Century topics from the attached list.  
2. Your brochure should include:

· A “cover page” with attention catching title/graphic as well as the name of topic, where, and when this occurred.
· Reasons for enacting the program or event.

· Description of the program or event.
· Explanation of key players: leaders, affected, opponents/proponents.

· Quote about the program or event.

· At least two interesting facts related to your topic not contained in the rest of the brochure.
· Evaluation of the significance program including the short term impact as well as the long term implications. Within the evaluation you will clearly state whether this program was beneficial or harmful to the United States.
· Discussion of the counterargument to your evaluation.

3. The Brochure should include graphics (pictures) as well as text (wording) and be visually appealing.
4. The brochure should be folded into sections and the text and graphics should be proportionately spaced on each panel.

5. Text must be typed, graphics can be computer generated, drawn, or traced. Graphics should be interesting, effective, and directly pertain to your topic.
6. Your name and date should appear on the back of panel 2 along with works cited.  Internal citations must be present for each idea presented and in proper format

7. Spelling and grammar count! Write in the correct tense and in third person.  Please proofread your brochure—look for typos!

8. You will need a minimum of three sources, your textbook, an encyclopedia or book, and one credible internet source. Note: Wikipedia is NOT an acceptable form of an encyclopedia or internet source.  
Remember:

· Items without a proper Works Cited in MLA format and internal citations will not be graded and will be considered late.  
· Items must be submitted to turnitin.com—failure to do so will result in a zero on the project.

· A 10% reduction is given for each day the assignment is late.

	Evaluation: signficance including short and long term impact. Convince the reader that this program/event was either beneficial or detrimental to the U.S. write in five complete sentences. (citation—if new info. is introduced)
counterargument: brief discussion in complete sentences of opposing viewpoint and rebuttal. (citation—if new info. is introduced)
