Chapter 10-4
Advancements and Inventions Brochure

Your brochure will address the impact of an advancement in science/medicine or an invention and evaluate (judge) its impact on society. You should choose the advancement or invention you feel was most important and create a brochure that will convince me of your choice. (30 points)

1. Each student will design a brochure that covers an advancement/invention from Chapter 10-4 (see the sign-up sheet).
2. Your brochure should include:

· A “cover page” (panel 1) with attention catching title/graphic as well as the name of the advancement or invention, who invented or discovered it, where they were, and when this occurred.
· Description of the advancement or invention (minimum of FOUR sentences).
· At least TWO interesting facts related to your topic not contained in the description or evaluation.
· Evaluation (judgment) of the significance of the advancement or invention for society including the short term impact as well as the long term implications. Consider this question: “Why was this advancement/invention the most important discussed in the section?” 
3. The Brochure should include graphics (pictures) as well as text (wording).

4. The brochure should be folded into sections and the text and graphics should be proportionately spaced on each panel.  Directional headings should be erased (ex. “Panel 1”, “Who?”, etc.)
5. Text must be typed, graphics can be computer generated, drawn, or traced. Graphics should be interesting, relevant, and effective.

6. Your name, date, and works cited (in MLA format) should appear on the back of panel 3.
7. Panel’s two and three should have labels for the headings: “Description”, “Facts”, “Evaluation”

8. You will need a minimum of three sources- one must be your textbook.
