· Your rationale (reasoning) for assigning that grade which includes TWO specific examples to justify your reasoning (see the example in the template).  16 points
3. Your grading scale with explanation in your own words (see example in the template). 2 points
4. Who is providing the grade report and the date it was issued. 1 point
5. Napoleon’s Grade Point Average (average of all the grades given to Napoleon) which indicates his overall effectiveness as leader of France. 1 point
