Dear Parents,

Our classroom is a small community where teamwork and good relationships are expected.  We will spend time learning class procedures, routines, and appropriate school behaviors.  Each student in our classroom is expected to act within our school standards of behavior.  To establish good order, a safe learning environment, and to help the children learn self-control, they will be guided to respect themselves and their companions through specific directions, positive reinforcement, redirection, and accountability.  

Our classroom discipline system is entitled “Color Yourself With Good Behavior!”  The system uses four colored crayons (green, yellow, orange, and red).  

Green= good classroom behavior/child is following the classroom 

              Rules
Yellow= 1st warning/serves as a “caution” sign to help the child 

regain appropriate behavior and/or comply with classroom directions/rules/redirection, etc.

Orange= 2nd warning/child has broken a classroom rule or has 

chosen to misbehave after receiving a first warning

Red= unacceptable behavior/child has repeatedly broken the 

classroom rules and has chosen not to correct his/her behavior

*Hitting, biting, spitting, etc. result in an automatic red even for the first incident!  
Every child will have a tag with his/her name printed on it.  Every child will begin the day on the green crayon.  If a child chooses to break a rule, he/she will be given a verbal warning as well as move his/her tag to the yellow “caution” crayon.  The yellow crayon simply serves as a visual reminder to get “back on track” and to follow the rules.  If the child corrects his/her behavior, he/she returns to the green crayon.  If the child continues the inappropriate behavior after a verbal warning/reminder, he/she will move his/her tag to the orange crayon and receive a consequence.  The child can earn the privilege to move back to the green crayon for displaying improved behavior for the remainder of the day.  Continued misbehavior will result in the child moving his/her tag to the red crayon.  If a child reaches the red crayon, parents will be notified and additional consequences will occur.
At the end of each day, the children will be responsible for completing their daily behavior reports that will be attached to the inside of their daily folders.  Each day, your child will color his/her crayons green, yellow, orange, or red.  The report slips will serve as a line of communication with you in regards to your child’s daily behavior.  The reports will remain in your child’s folder until Friday, and then a blank report slip will be added on the following Monday for the upcoming week.  Please keep in mind that “green” is our ultimate goal!  However, we don’t expect perfect behavior.
The rules, consequences for color changes, and the rewards for following our rules are listed below:

Rules:

1. We are friends. (We keep our hands and feet to ourselves and 

we treat others with respect.)
2. We listen.

3. We share.

4. We walk.

5. We clean up.

6. We raise our hands.

Consequences:

First Offense: Verbal Warning/Child moves from green to yellow as a visual warning to correct his/her behavior
Second Offense: Child moves from yellow to orange and spends time in the “Reflection Chair.”  Child misses five to ten minutes of free play/free time as well as completes a note to his/her mom and dad about why he/she spent time in the “Reflection Chair.”
Third Offense: Child moves from orange to red and misses out on free time/or free play.  (Child may also miss out on special events on the calendar due to misbehavior at the discretion of the classroom teacher.)
  Parent receives a note or a phone call from the teacher.
*A parent/teacher conference will be called for multiple red days.
*The principal/vice principal will be notified for repeat cases 

Individual Rewards: Children who display “good” behavior all week long will be given the opportunity to visit the classroom treasure chest and receive a treat for a great week.  Our students are young and still learning!  Please remember that “yellow” and “green” crayons are our goal.  Therefore, students with “yellow” and “green” days (the majority being green) will be able to visit the treasure chest at the end of the week.
Classroom Rewards: For every day that the entire class has a “green” day, the class will earn a sticker for our good behavior chart.  After twelve stickers, the entire class will have a treat/surprise to celebrate good behavior.  Example rewards include: popcorn party, picnic lunch, short educational video, special art activity, etc.   
We look forward to a great school year together.  We appreciate your assistance with reinforcing this behavior system at home.  Thank you in advance for your support, cooperation, and assistance with this program.
