Course Content:

Accounting is the foundation of business and is a fundamental course for anyone pursuing a business career.  Students will learn:

· Accounting cycle for proprietorships and partnerships

· Generally accepted accounting principles

· Payroll, accounts receivable, accounts payable, cash control systems
