Course Content:

Business Math is a yearlong course designed to develop practical math skills for everyday living.  Students will learn math skills and apply them to real and simulated business problems.

Topics include:  personal banking and money management including savings and investments, payroll, household and transportation expenses, taxes, insurance and business financial management.
Grading:

Grades will be based on total points.  All students will be expected to keep a grade tracker.

Part of the grade will be from class participation.  Class participation points will be from things such as coming prepared for class, making use of class time to work, being on time etc.

Late work will lose 10% of the total points for each day it is late.  All work must be turned in by the day the chapter test is taken.  Assignments will not be accepted after the test for that unit.  All tests are to be made up within two days of an absence. 
Attendance:

Regular attendance is important to your success in class.  Should it be necessary for you to be absent, you will be required to make up the work that is missed within two days of the absence.  Unexcused absences may result in Tuesday/Thursday school and you will lose class participation points.  Three unexcused tardies will be the equivalent of one unexcused absence and will also result in Tuesday/Thursday school.   Having to return to your locker for class materials will result in an unexcused tardy—please be prepared for class each day.  Students will not be allowed to leave the classroom without their planner or a pre-signed pass.
