Course Description:


Modern World History is a social studies class at Liberty High School. The course is a two semester course worth 1 hour toward graduation. The course is a survey of all World History, but focuses on recent World History. The class will begin with the Ancient Civilizations of Egypt, Greece and Rome and continue through the Middle Ages. More time will be spent on the more recent history of the Renaissance, Reformation, Scientific Revolution, Enlightenment, French Revolution, World War I, World War II, Vietnam War, Cold War, the globalization of countries and problems facing us today with China and the Middle East. 
Class Expectations:
1. Show respect to yourself and others. Within the class we will have class discussion which is only possible if each person in the classroom respects each other and their opinions. You might not agree with an opinion or what someone is saying, but there will be no name calling or making fun of each other during class. The use of profanity, abusive language, or racial slurs will NOT be tolerated.  Any behavior that could interfere with another student’s ability to learn will not be allowed
2.  Bring your materials to class everyday. You will be required to bring pen or pencil, notebook, folder, and your textbook to class unless otherwise communicated by me.

3. Only water will be allowed in class. You may not leave class and fill up your water bottle. It must be done before you enter class that day. You will not be allowed to leave the classroom unless it is an emergency. 
4. Electronic devices in the classroom. All electronic devices must be turned off when entering the classroom. This includes IPODs, cell phones, mp3 players and any other electronic devices. Using electronic equipment during class will result in consequences which we discuss in class. I will make the decision on when electronic devices can be used.
5. Attendance.  I will follow the student handbook guidelines on class attendance.
6. Make-Up Work-  For every day that you are absent, you have the number of days you were absent plus one additional day to make up that work.  For instance, if you are gone two days, you would have three days to make up the work.  There may be exceptions, but those must be cleared with me.
7. Late Work- Assignments are expected to be turned in on the day which they are due.  I will accept late work one day after the due date, but it will be for half credit. If you are absent on the day that a project or longer assignment such as a paper is due, you will be required to turn that assignment or project in on the day of your return.  There may be changes to this, and those changes will be handled on a case by case basis.

8. Tardiness- Students must be in the room when the bell rings. Students who are not in the rooms must report to the office and receive a tardy slip. If you are going to be late because of a meeting I need a signed with date and time from the teacher you were meeting with.
Class Materials:


The students need to bring with them a notebook, their textbook, pen/pencil, and either a folder or binder to keep handouts together. Some notebooks have folders in the front cover which will work as well. 
Grading: 


I use computer-grading system where every point has equal value. For example, homework is not weighted to be a certain percentage of your grade. The class operates as a running point total through the semester. Grading is as follows:
