Part A

Instructions: Choose a topic of interest to you that is applicable to a psychological study.  Formulate your own experiment and conduct it using the report model below. Your experiment must be approved by Mr. Waple.

If you decide to do a survey, you must pass out a minimum of 50 surveys and turn them in with your paper.

Also, be sure you are asking enough questions.  For example, if you want to study the effect of athletics on grades, don’t just ask about each person’s grade and how much time they spend on athletics.  Ask related questions that may provide extra insight: Do you have any learning disabilities?  How have your grades been throughout your life?  Etc.  The more questions, the more data you have to analyze.  
Your 1-2 page (minimum length) report must be typed, 12 pt. Times New Roman double-spaced and must include the following:

· Draw connections between the data gathered and your prediction
· Results

· Prove or disprove your hypothesis
· Explain any biases or factors that could have skewed your results
