World Geography Syllabus

It is to your advantage to PLAN AHEAD and keep up with your work.  If you procrastinate and put everything off until the last minute, your grade will suffer.  Listed below are the class assignments accompanied by brief descriptions.  The specifics of each assignment will be discussed in class.

Chapter and geographical quizzes – Quizzes on chapter content and reading assignments, as well as on the location of countries.

Chapter Tests: There will be a test at the end of each chapter.  Students will be responsible for knowing the main ideas of each chapter studied.

Outside Reading & Viewing:  Students will be required to learn about geography by reading and/or viewing sources outside of class about every other week.  Such sources include: newspapers, news magazines, etc.
Major projects: Students will work individually and in groups on two projects that will be completed near the end of each quarter.

Final Exam:  At the end of the semester, a comprehensive final exam will be administered.  This exam will cover the information learned over the entire semester.  As per school policy, this exam is worth 20% of the student’s semester grade.  A senior MAY POSSIBLY be exempt from taking the final exam if she/he is taking Geography second semester and earns at least a 92.5% in both quarters.  All freshmen, sophomores, and juniors are required to take the final.
In order to be successful, you must plan ahead.  Because a large portion of your grade is based on presentations and projects, you are responsible for creating your own schedule.  Plan accordingly!!

· Identify and connect concepts of physical and human geography

· Map reading

· Locating and familiarization of major countries

· Identifying and using various types of maps
· Identifying how geography affects conflict and international relations
