COURSE TITLE:  CHINESE- IV

This course is a continuation of Mandarin Chinese III. While continuing to develop four basic language skills: listening, speaking, reading and writing, students will augment their vocabulary through reading comprehension, start to do more advanced conversation and writing on topics covered in class, to comprehend normal texts through longer essays and articles, and to understand normal speeches via authentic audio and visual materials. Students are encouraged to speak Chinese in the classroom.
