COURSE DESCRIPTION:  This AP Chinese Language and Culture course is a continuation of Mandarin Chinese IV and prepares students for the AP Chinese Language and Culture exam. The design of the course is based on the three modes (interpersonal, interpretive, and presentational), four skills (listening, speaking, reading, and writing) and five goal areas (communication, connection, comparison, culture and community). The primary textbook is Jiayou Volume One, published by Cengage Learning. Other texts are excerpted or adapted from newspapers, magazine articles, letters, and reports. Students will also learn from short stories, emails, notes, advertisements, labels, video clips, films, broadcasts, announcements made in public places of the Chinese speaking communities. At the end of the course, students will be able to use these skills in authentic environments and understand Chinese culture, tradition, people, morality, and philosophy.
