Course Overview

This course is designed to enhance science literacy and critical thinking skills of students who are going on to college but who will not major in a science-related field. The emphasis of the course is the impact and role of chemistry in society, and lab work is included.  There will be regular class discussions about current issues related to the topic of study.

First Semester

Introduction:  Lab Safety Review and Test, Graphing Activity

Unit One:  Water Chemistry and Quality  

Unit Two:  Resource Materials, Structure and Uses

Second Semester

Unit Three:  Petroleum, Breaking and Making Bonds  (Organic Chemistry)

Unit Four:  Atoms, Nuclear Interactions  (Text Unit 6)
Makeup Work and Late Assignments

Assignments must be turned in at the start of the class period when due.  Late work, including work turned in later during the class period will not be accepted for full credit, partial credit depends on circumstances.  If computer problems at home cause a writing assignment  to be late, the student should send the paper as an e-mail attachment (in MS Word only) and provide a paper copy within two days.  

Make-up work due to illness or other excused absence will be accepted for full credit.  It is the student’s responsibility to obtain the assignments and make up any missed tests, quizzes or assignments in a timely manner.  The student will be allowed the same number of days as the absence to turn in assignments or make up tests, exceptions can be made depending on circumstances.  .

The final semester grade will be determined from the following proportions:

45 % Unit Tests and Projects (usually one per Unit)

40% Worksheets, quizzes, lab reports, class participation, etc.

Supplies

Students should bring their text to class every day.  They will need a 3-ring binder containing loose-leaf paper, a notebook for taking class notes, and a folder to hold handouts and other class materials.   For some projects students will need a set of markers and/colored pencils.  A simple calculator will also be needed.  This can be kept in the classroom, but should be labeled with the student’s name.  These supplies should be in class within the first week.

Expectations for Written Work

All written work must include the student’s first and last name, “Chem Comm” and the class Hour, written legibly at the top of the paper (right or left corners.)  Points will be deducted for missing information, and papers without names will receive half-credit at best.  Assignments that are not on worksheets must also include a title, book page number, or other identifier.

There will be several writing assignments.  Detailed requirements for content and format will be provided and should be consulted.  Some reports will be required to be typed.  Unless given other specific directions, these must be in MLA format, and include a list of references, also in MLA format.  If there is no computer at home, the student should arrange for time in the library to type the assignment.  (See above for late work involving unexpected computer issues.)  Depending on circumstances, neatly handwritten work may also be acceptable, but this should be discussed before the project is due..

Laboratory Safety Contract

The safety of students is a top priority.  Toward this end, the students will receive and sign a contract specifying the basic laboratory safety rules that must be followed.   Unsafe or reckless behavior will result in a grade penalty for the day, or possibly more serious consequences.   This includes any kind of horseplay during labs that involve hazards like open flame, acids and bases or other potentially harmful chemicals, or delicate equipment.

Expectations for Student Behavior

Students will come to class prepared to work, this means:

· dressed appropriately,

· has pencils/pens, textbook, notebook or binder and all other necessary supplies,

· has completed any assignments that are due on that day, and

· has taken care of creature comforts (bathroom, drink).  
Do not come to the classroom to ask Mrs. Schmidt for permission to use the restroom, the answer will be “No.”  If you then leave and are late to class, you will receive a demerit.

If you need to use the restroom and, as a result, are late to class, you should respectfully show Mrs. Schmidt your demerit card and quietly take your seat .  Repeated or excessive (> 2 min) tardiness will result in a demerit.  Special circumstances can be discussed after class.

In the classroom students will 

· be quiet and working in their seats, before and during class!

· show respect for the teacher, the classroom, and their classmates,.

· follow established procedures for beginning and ending class, turning in work, etc.

· follow the general lab safety rules, and will study the specific procedures for a lab activity before starting the lab.

Before leaving class students will clean up any trash and return any supplies that were used in class.  Students will be in their seats or cleaning when the bell rings (not waiting at the door.)  The last class of the day will place the chairs on top of the lab tables.

***Copying another person’s daily work is cheating.***

If this occurs in the classroom or elsewhere, the work of both students will receive a score of Zero.  Subsequent offenses will merit additional consequences, including disciplinary referral.  It is okay for students to work together on some assignments or worksheets, but answers may be similar – but not identical.  Worksheets that show evidence of copying or being copied will have points deducted.
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
