	Class Participation: Students are expected to be in class each day ready to contribute to the learning process.  They will be on task, working on assignments, taking quizzes, test or notes for lectures.  

Homework: When homework is assigned, it will be due at the beginning of class.  Once students have logged into their computer, they will turn in the assignments to the “Turn-in” folder on the “T” drive if you’re on an HP platform.  If you are one that prefers to work on a MAC, you will turn your work into the appropriate turn in folder found on the network for MAC’s.  After the last call is made for assignments, any work turned in will be considered late and be graded according to the late policy below. 

Quizzes: Periodically there will be quizzes over assignments.  These can be scheduled on the calendar or as a pop quiz at the end of an assignment.  Quizzes will only be taken one time thus the grade you get is your grade. All quizzes will be on line at Quia. (http://www.quia.com/pages/briggs/computerart).  


	

	Test/Assessments: Students will be required to demonstrate standard procedures used in photography.  They will be performing various activities to include: picture taking, photo touch ups/adjustments, scanners and other task on the computer to finalize their assignments. Both written and oral tests may be used to evaluate knowledge of course content.  All written test will be taken on line at the class Quia web site (http://www.quia.com/pages/briggs/computerart).  


	Homework: All homework assignments are due at the beginning of each class period on the due date. Any homework assignment not turned in at the beginning of class will be considered late, and will result in loss of 10% of the points awarded. Each day an assignment is late, it will lose an additional 10% of the assigned grade. 

      In order for all students to gain maximum knowledge, all rules and procedures established by Kubasaki HS will be utilized to insure student success.  Some but not all are; tutoring by instructor, assistance from other students, utilization of the schools MASH program.  
       Maximum effort will be applied to insure student success. 
	


	Late Work Policy: Student’s assignments are due at the beginning of the class period on the due date for the assignment.  Any work that is not turned in at the beginning of the class period will be considered late.  Any assignment that is turned in late will have 10% of the assigned grade deducted for each day it is late.

       Should a student be absent when an assignment is due, they will have the number of days absent to make up the work.  Example: a student is out for three class periods due traveling on a school trip. They will have three class periods after the due date to turn in their work for full credit.  If they fail to turn it in on the third day, it will then be considered late and the 10% deduction rule will be imposed. 
       Students accumulating failing grades may be placed in the MASH program to receive assistance in getting their assignments in on time.   
	


Classroom Management


	Classroom Policies: When in the CTE classroom, all school rules put forth in the parent/student handbook will be strictly adhered to.  In addition to the student handbook, the following must be followed in order to insure maximum learning is accomplished as well as safety in the laboratory environment.

· Horseplay will not be tolerated in any form.  Students grabbing, hitting, acting like they are hitting or throwing things will be considered a violation of the established rules. 

· Students will be in their assigned seat or work area, with their needed tools/supplies out ready for work, when the tardy bell rings. 

· Students will follow all established security rules while working in the computer laboratory.

· Students will remain in the designated work area at all times during the class period. 
· When taking pictures in the school area, students will keep the hall pass (green lanyard) visible so that any teacher/administrator can easily identify “Photo Students”.

· Students will not leave the classroom/lab at the end of the period until properly dismissed by the instructor.  Dismissal will be granted once all computers and equipment have been secured in their appropriate places.

· Students will not make any changes to the established setup of the computers used in the CTE laboratory.  

Failure to follow the rules in the CTE Classroom will result in disciplinary actions in accordance with the Kubasaki student handbook. 
Serious incidents will result in students being referred straight to the schools administrator.
