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	Welcome to “Photography II” at Kubasaki HS.  This class is a continuation of Photography I in that you will be doing a combination of hands-on and instructional learning.  You will be given reading assignments which will be tested (on line) as well as hands-on assignments requiring the use of a digital camera.   
	While in this class, the established class rules will be adhered to.  You may view/print a copy from the class web site. (http://www.quia.com/pages/briggs/photography2)  
	As we begin photo II, you will be getting into areas of photography that we have not covered to date as well as going deeper into other areas we touched on during the first semester. You will be spending a lot of time in the classroom working with studio lighting, setting up still life photos as well as portraits.  In addition to these, you will have other shooting assignments along with a research paper on a photographic topic. 
	You will be required to establishment an “Electronic Portfolio” this semester.  This is a new option for both Photo I & II.  This portfolio will be your means to display your work to the class.  I will be discussing the actual process in class prior to you beginning your individual portfolio.  Another big advantage to using Electronic Portfolios is that it will provide you with the medium to show your work to others.  In most cases we take a lot of photographs but no one ever sees them besides you and me.   We will be setting up times in class for each of you to display your work to the rest of the class and explain what/how you accomplished a particular shot.  This will allow for peer critique on your work which will be beneficial for your next assignment.   
	
	
Now let’s take a look at what you will be accomplishing over the next two quarters in photography.  Make sure you check the individual assignment sheets for the actual requirements.  Some assignments will require two pictures to be place in your portfolio while others may require you to set up a separate slide show to display your work. 
	Requirement for Photography II in general:
· You will need to create your “Electronic Portfolio” (Power Point) and store it on your “H” drive.  I have provided two different templates you can use for your portfolio.  They are located on the web site, the “T” and “P” drives. You do not have to use them if you wish to create your own that is fine. 
· Another option to using Power Point for your portfolio is to go to the Prezi.com web site and generate your slide show.  This site is available on line at any time so your presentation can be accessed when scheduled for critique.
· This web site has its own tutorials to explain how it is used. It is a very dynamic site and if you learn to use it you will be impressed with your presentations.
· You will be required to complete all photo assignments by the due dates.  Check the calendar on Quia frequently to insure that you are aware of all due dates.  
· You will be required to complete all reading and homework assignments for the semester. 
· You will be required to post two DIFFERENT images for each assignment to your portfolio for each shooting assignment unless directed otherwise in the assignment sheet. One will be in color and the second one will be in B&W. 
	Requirements for individual photo assignments:	
· First step is to capture you assigned image.  When you begin shooting, you need to select your shot that you feel will fulfill the shooting requirement.  Then you need to take a MINIMUM of five (5) different angle shots of that subject.  The reason for this is to assist you in developing your photographic eye and insuring that you do in fact capture the shot. 
· You now have your images, you need to move them from your camera to a thumb drive so that you may transport them to school where you will use Adobe Photo Shop, our main editing program to select and finalize your images. 
· In class, you will copy your “RAW” images to your “H” drive.  To get started, you should create a folder on your “H” drive called “Photography” then open that folder and create subfolders for each of the assignments.  Once you have your raw images, copied to your “H” drive subfolder, you’re ready to make your editing selections.  This organizational process is critical so that you can control your images.  If you look below, you will notice you have many shoots assigned and if you take 3-5 pictures for each one and 5 different angles per image, you can see the number of images you will accumulate will be staggering.  Organization is critical to be able to go to an image as you need it. 
· After reviewing your shots, you must select the two shots you wish to edit for grading. At this point you need to contact me and we will discuss why you chose a particular image over another one.  Once we agree on your images, you begin the actual editing.   
· When the final images (two) are selected and you have finished your editing, you again need to contact me prior too flattening your layers and saving them as a .JPG file.  
· After you have saved your images as JPG files, you need to place your two images in the appropriate slide of your portfolio. 
· At this point, you have completed that assignment and you begin the process over with the next assignment.

	You will continue to work in Adobe Photoshop but will also begin working in other software applications to accomplish the work for quarters three and four.  So for each assignment, make sure you read the assignment sheet and make note of the requirement to successfully complete it.
