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With this assignment you will be capturing different sports shots.  I want you to capture someone participating in a game/event where it is obvious to the viewer what they are looking at.  

You will have two parts to this assignment:  

1. You must show stop action in one series. Capture a minimum of 6 different shots showing someone in action for a sporting event. An example of this could be someone running across the finish line during a race and you capture them going through the tap in a blur.   

2. You must show movement in the other series.  Capture a minimum of 6 different shots showing someone stopped in action during a sporting event.  An example of this could be someone swinging a bat and you stop the motion completely by using shutter speed priority. 

3. This movement is not to be put in using photo shop, but is to be reflected in your RAW image.  This assignment ties directly to your perspective assignment from earlier. 
You can use our textbook The Photographic Eye or PDF Text as references should you need them.
Once you have all of your pictures, you will need to put together a slide show using either Power Point or Prezi.  If you use Prezi, you must send me the link for grading.  

After you complete the presentation, insert two color and two B&W images into your portfolio. Place both B&W images on the same slide and the two color images on another slide.  By doing this it will allow you enough space to make your images large enough for the viewer to see.  
Finished work will be sent to me via e-mail.  Make sure you send me both the PP/Prezi Link and your portfolio.  
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
