Your group will be creating a “Kubasaki Club Recognition” video reflecting one of our clubs at Kubasaki.  This club has to be a real club that you can student could be an athlete that has performed well or a student that has simply stood out from the rest of the student body. 

	This video may be recorded on site somewhere at Kubasaki or in the studio, it is your call.  The following are questions that must be answered in your video:
· What is the purpose of the club?
· How long has it been in existence at Kubasaki?
· How many students belong to the club?
· What activates/functions does the club do to make Kubasaki a better place?
· Who is the faculty sponsor of the club?
· Does the club have a student board? If so who are they?
· What do students get out of belonging to the club?

	Requirements:
· You must submit your “Proposal” for approval
· You must submit your “Treatment” for your video
· You must submit your “Storyboard” for your video
· Your video can not exceed 5 minutes (minimum length is 4.5 minutes)
· You may incorporate still photographs as well as footage from their accomplishment if it is available
· Your interviewer must use the mobile microphone and the large camera will be set up on the tripod for this video. 
· Interviewer introduction must be made at the beginning of the video
· Normal trailer information will be posted at the conclusion of the video
· Normal editing techniques will be utilized

	Should you need to film in the studio, you will be required to schedule it during seminar or after school.  This is one video where you could use the green screen and have a background plugged into the video
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
