Senior Bible Final Project
Explanation:

In Senior Bible, we will be gradually moving from studying the history of the early church fathers and mothers to focusing on your history.  (This will also include writing a part of your history that is yet to be written.)  The final project will be a written story of your life up to the present as well as a projected future life story based upon your spiritual giftedness, your sense of God’s call on your life, your current perception of what “God’s work that He has prepared in advance for you to do.” (Ephesians 2:10)  In essence, the future part of your life story will detail what you sense will be your contribution to the Kingdom of Heaven while you are here on earth as you see it now as a Senior in High School.  The writing style is not a term paper, but rather a reflective writing style revealing not only the facts, but also your feelings associated with the facts. In some ways, it is more of a journal-style of writing than a book report or a term paper style of writing.
Chapter One of Your Story: Telling Your Birth Story

This is the beginning of your story.  For this part of it, you will have to solely rely upon other people’s memories; your parents, grandparents, siblings, uncles/aunts, friends.  So you will need to talk to these people and ask them questions.  This is an excellent time of the year to focus on our birth story as we focus on Jesus’ birth story.  So to begin, I want you to read Matthew 1:18-25 and Luke 2:6-7.   Note the facts that are listed in Jesus’ birth story:
· Parent’s names

· Events leading up to birth

· Spiritual journey of the father in accepting the birth

· Significance of the name

· Description of the birth day

These are guidelines for what you can include in your birth story.  The focus of this stage is the events leading up to your birth day, including your first week of life here on earth. (The next chapter of your life story will be from your first week of life to your first day of First Grade.) Because each person is different, our birth stories will be different.  This is a time for you to sit down with your parents, grandparents, other family members and listen to them “re-live” your birth story.  Choose a relaxed time, like a Sunday afternoon when you and they have an hour to talk.  Or perhaps set a date with them and take them out for a cup of tea or coffee. Maybe you want to talk with your parents first, and then your grandparents, and then your siblings and aunts/uncles.  Listen for the stories that they tell and capture them with colorful detail using adjectives.  For example: describe the weather of the day that you were born.  (Of course you will need to rely upon the memories of others.)  As you listen, ask questions so that you can better understand not only the facts associated with your birth story but also the feelings.  Keeping in mind the 5 W’s and 1 H – Who, What, When, Where, Why and How – will help you come up with questions.
