Senior Bible Final Project
Explanation:

In Senior Bible, we will be gradually moving from studying the history of the early church fathers and mothers to focusing on your history.  (This will also include writing a part of your history that is yet to be written.)  The final project will be a written story of your life up to the present as well as a projected future life story based upon your spiritual giftedness, your sense of God’s call on your life, your current perception of what “God’s work that He has prepared in advance for you to do.” (Ephesians 2:10)  In essence, the future part of your life story will detail what you sense will be your contribution to the Kingdom of Heaven while you are here on earth as you see it now as a Senior in High School.  The writing style is not a term paper, but rather a reflective writing style revealing not only the facts, but also your feelings associated with the facts. In some ways, it is more of a journal-style of writing than a book report or a term paper style of writing.
Chapter Two of Your Story: Your Preschool Years
In chapter two, tell the stories from your birth to your first day of school, either preschool or kindergarten.  Again, you may need to depend on others to tell these stories.  Perhaps these are stories about the “first experiences” – your first step, your first word, etc.  Perhaps as you listen to stories, or remember stories or recall memories, you begin to see a personality quality developing.  If so, include personality traits that you see emerging during these preschool years.

As you listen to others tell stories about these years, reflect on these questions:
· What gifts and abilities was God already giving birth in you?

· How do these stories reveal God’s faithfulness, love, and mercy to you?

· How have these stories given you a sense of God’s identity of creating you in His image?
Perhaps you will hear some stories that you would now like to rewrite if you could.  If you do, feel free to include those however reflect on how God revealed Himself to you now in ways that help you now to better understand and experience His awesome grace and love.  (In other words, God’s hand is continuing leading us and guiding us… even in the stories we wish we could rewrite.)
