What is PALS??

PALS stands for Phonological Awareness Literacy Screening which is a state provided test given to K-3rd graders.  Kindergarten is tested both in the fall and spring.  Other students are tested only in the spring.

What is the purpose??

The main purpose of PALS is to identify those students who are below grade level in specific areas of reading.

Who receives PALS services??

Students testing below a designated benchmark score qualify to receive 30 minutes of reading remediation 5 days a week in addition to their classroom reading instruction.

Who will answer your questions??

Your child’s classroom teacher is familiar with the PALS program.  I am always available to discuss the PALS test and the instructional plan I use with the students.  My room is located directly across from Mrs. Pruett’s kindergarten classroom.
