Project Guidelines: 

1.)  Read over the project options.  One subject area will be selected for your group to learn about for your presentation.
2.)  Your entire group presentation must demonstrate a solid understanding of the subject through a creative presentation (See #2 below.)
3.)  After you finish reading all of your group material, you must directly relate at least one of the following themes from TKaM   to your presentation subject:

a. The losses and suffering of innocents
b. Inequalities due to race and social class

c. Man’s inhumanity to man

d. Co-existence of good and evil

e. Resisting the status quo/taking a stand
f. The importance of moral education

4.)  You must complete an individual project questionnaire as well as contribute to a creative presentation of the subject information.
5.)  You must submit your answers to the questionnaire along with copies of the documents consulted/read for the project.  Evidence of having read the text documents must be present (e.g. highlighting text, notations on the readings, etc.)
Presentation Suggestions:

1. You will work with partners for this project.  The size of each group will be between determined by the overall class size. The establishment of groups will be explained further in class.
2. The creative presentation of the information learned and its connection to a central theme(s) in the novel may be achieved in a variety of ways such as the following: a dramatic skit; a video; a PowerPoint presentation; a booklet with text/illustrations; a board game; a mock newspaper with related articles/editorials/political cartoons; a panel discussion; a news broadcast; an artistic recreation via a medium like clay; a performance of poetry, song, music, etc.  The creative possibilities are numerous and you are strongly encouraged to be imaginative.  The only presentation format not allowed is a standard poster.
