1. REQUIRED MATERIALS

2. CLASSROOM POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

a. If late, get a written excuse from the teacher who detained you, and then get a pass from the Dean’s office.  If you arrive after the bell without a pass, it is a tardy and a detention will be issued.

3. HOMEWORK POLICY

a. Homework must be completely done by the beginning of the class period of the day that it is due.
b. Homework must be done in pencil.
c. You must copy the problem and show the work necessary to arrive at the solution.
d. Your work must be legible.  Mistakes should be erased, not crossed out or written over.
e. All homework should be saved in your binder.  It will be used to study for quizzes and tests.
f. All homework should have the proper heading:
1. Name
2. Class, Period
3. Date assigned


4. Page, Problems
g. Homework corrections must be done in red pen.
h. If more than one night elapses before the homework is collected, it will be assumed that the homework is absolutely complete and correct.
i. Check answers in the back of the book.  If correct, mark it as such.        NO CREDIT GIVEN IF THIS IS NOT DONE.
Solution manuals will be available for use in the Math Lab.

j. Keep up with daily assignments to prevent getting lost, behind, frustrated, depressed and/or anxious.

4. EVALUATION/GRADES

a. Quizzes

1. Can be announced or unannounced.

2. Cover only a few sections of a chapter.

3. Remain calm and confidant.

b. Tests

1. Always announced at least 1-2 days in advance.

2. Cover a whole chapter or a major portion of a chapter.
3. Pencils mandatory; showing all work is mandatory.
4. Study, relax, and THINK.
c. Grades

1. Homework will count for approximately 15% of your grade.

2. Quizzes will count for approximately 15% of your grade.
3. Tests will count for approximately 70% of your grade.
4. Each quarter counts for 40% of the semester grade.  The semester exam counts for 20% of the semester grade.
5. ATTENDANCE

a. Since homework, tests and quizzes are announced in advance, if you are absent, you are expected to turn in the assignment or take the quiz on the day you return.

b. If you miss several days, you must make arrangements to take any missed quizzes or tests within three school days of your return.
c. Notify me ahead of time if you are going to miss class because of a meeting or school activity that involves only a few periods of the school day.  You must turn in any homework due that day.  If it is a quiz or test day, you must take it sometime that day.  
d. Notify me ahead of time if you will be out of the building for a field trip that involves the whole day.  Any homework due that day must be turned in on the day that it is due.  If you are missing a test or quiz, you must make arrangements to take it the day before your field trip or before school the day of your field trip.
e. If there is an extended absence, you or your parents need to make arrangements to get assignments.
f. If absence is due to a retreat, you must let me know ahead of time so that we can discuss when the work is due.
g. When the bell rings, you must be in your seat ready for class to begin.  Any pencil sharpening or washroom breaks must be done during the five minutes between classes.  If you leave supplies in your locker, you are considered unprepared for class – this includes forgetting to bring you homework to class.  Late homework will not be accepted.
