Interview

· Write 10 questions to ask someone who uses science as part of their     
       job/career
· Ask and write down answers
· Include information about the person you are interviewing
Design an Experiment
· Include:  Problem, Hypothesis, Procedures, Data/Observations, Variables,  and Conclusion

Topic Paper

· Pick subject about science you are interested in or a question that you have
· Research the topic and write a 2-3 paragraph explanation
· Do Not just copy and paste from internet
· Must include a minimum of 2 sources
Create a puzzle or Game

· Must have a minimum of 20 facts  (not just words)
· No word searches
Create a picture book or comic

· Must teach the reader about a science concept
· Must have a minimum of 2 sources 
Attend an Event

· Attend the Forensic Science class (1 month counts as 1)
· Visit a zoo, science museum, etc. and bring in something signed by a parent proving you attended and write a 1 paragraph summary of what you learned
Submit your own idea for approval

· Write a short summary of what you would like to do

· Submit your idea early, no ideas after Nov. 22 because you will need time to complete your project 
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
