FESTIVAL PROJECT REQUIREMENTS: 

1.  Don't procrastinate and wait until the end!  Space out what you need to do. 

2.  Finish one or two days before its due, so that you have time to fix any "problems" that come up. 

3.  RESEARCH, RESEARCH, RESEARCH.  You need to find out what your project IS by researching it.  What does it look like?  How was it used?  How was it made?  You must be able to present some background details about your project to the class and answer questions. 

4.  Visual.  If your project is not already visual (dance, model, play, costume, etc.), or if it is very small, you will need to create a LARGE visual such as a poster for the whole class to see.
