NOTEBOOK:
Your notebook will be collected and graded at least once per quarter.  All notes, seatwork, and homework (unless otherwise specified) are to be done in your notebook following the directions given in class.  Please date your work and document the page and problem numbers in the margins.  Please keep only Algebra work in that notebook.


***NEATNESS is the key to success.  All assignments are to be neat, orderly, and legible.

HOMEWORK:
Homework is necessary to perfect the skills learned during classtime.  You are expected to complete ALL homework assignments.  Every student starts out each quarter with a “Daily Homework Completion” grade of 100%.  Each missing assignment will result in a loss of 5 points from that 100%.  If the missing assignment is not completed the very next day, an additional 2 points will be deducted for each day that it remains incomplete.  At the end of the quarter, this final daily homework completion grade is worth 10% of the quarter grade.
ABSENCES:
ALL make-up work for illness/vacations will be completed AFTER the return of the student.  This will enable the make-up assignments to be accurate and updated according to what has been covered in class.  ALL make-up tests/quizzes are to be taken either in the morning before school or after school.  Please make arrangements with the teacher as needed.

EXPECTATIONS:
Each student is expected to be prepared for class each day.  This includes the following:

· Completing all homework assignments

· Bringing book and notebook to class

· Having pencils/erasers, red checking pen, calculator, and loose leaf paper

· Participating daily
