CLASSROOM CONDUCT:

BE PREPARED FOR CLASS EVERYDAY:  This includes having the proper materials for class.  You will need your book, laptop, pen, pencil, and paper. Pencils are available for 25 cents if you lose yours. For Physical Science and Chemistry: You will need a calculator, preferably a TI 30X IIS.  

CHEATING: 
Cheating results in an automatic zero and a phone call to your parents.  This holds true whether it’s a 10-point quiz or a 200-point test.

Discipline:
We will follow the policy that is in place, you can look at the school web site for info on that. If this becomes a problem we will discuss it and if we can not resolve it and change, we will both talk to administration and parents.
NO BULLYING POLICY 
· Definition of bullying: Direct physical bullying e.g. hitting, tripping, and pushing or damaging their property, name calling, insults, homophobic or racist remarks, verbal abuse. 
· Indirect bullying: lying and spreading rumors, playing nasty jokes to embarrass and humiliate mimicking, encouraging others to socially exclude someone, damaging someone’s social reputation and social acceptance.
· Cyber-bullying: which involves the use of email, text messages or chat rooms to humiliate and distress.
