In this project, each group will research real restaurants, create a skit, cook or draw typical foods, and create props. You will present an authentic, convincing restaurant scene to the class next week.  When we are finished, we will eat the edible props!

Each person must participate in the presentation, using correct pronunciation of the vocabulary and dramatic expression that shows they understand the dialogue and convinces the audience of the drama taking place.  You will receive a group grade for the overall presentation following the attached rubric.

You will also receive an individual grade based upon the completion of your tasks described below.  Other group members are welcome to contribute to your efforts too—collaboration is strongly encouraged!  But you are the point person and will be held responsible for the quality of your assigned tasks (see the rubric).

Persona 1: Research restaurants and create the restaurant sign

· Search the web for real restaurants anywhere in Latin America or Spain, that serve food typical for that region.   Print out a model menu or two.  Notice the prices, currency and food descriptions.  These will be essential for developing the dialogue and menu.

· Create a colorful, neat restaurant sign, with the name of your restaurant and graphic.

Personas 2 y 3: Write the skit

· Create a skit with a minimum of 10 lines for each group member

· Skit must include a waiter, and other people ordering food, eating it, commenting on it and paying the bill.  They can like the food or not, and leave a tip that reflects the actual service that the waiter provided (or didn’t!)

Persona 4: Make the drawings of food, coordinate props/ make a bill for the food ordered
· Search books or the internet for recipes for typical Spanish/Latin American food, some you may want to cook and others you want the “waiter” to be able to describe.    *Choose recipes that are inexpensive/easy to make or easy to draw for your props!
· Make sure your group has all plates, utensils, cups, etc. needed for a believable restaurant scene. You may paste pictures on plates/bowls, etc.
· Coordinate all food to be used in the skit. Make sure the food you ordered is actually on the menu and bill!  Other group members can certainly contribute to this, too.  The food must be typical for your country/region.  The food may be either downloaded, or drawn realistically.  If food is cooked, and it doesn’t have to be, be prepared to present it to the class (name, main ingredients, where it’s eaten) and bring in enough for everyone to taste.
· Create a bill referring to the actual foods ordered and utilizing the local currency.
Persona 5: Create the restaurant menus

· Make two copies of an elaborate menu in Spanish containing many choices in a variety of categories, listing food that is typically eaten in the country of your presentation.  The menu must be in Spanish, include descriptions of at least 5 items, and listing prices in the local currency.
