Day 1--Computer Lab : TASK A: Choose one of the 3 tasks below.
Today’s goal is for each person in your skit to research an important part of the skit.  There are 3 things that must be accomplished today.

· Search web for outdoor markets in cities in the Côte D’Ivoire, label your  marché  Treichville like the one from page 229 of this chapter.  Find the value of the local currency.
· Search the web for typical vegetables and foods from the Côte D’Ivoire. Your market must have authentic African produce.  

· Search the web for recipes from the Ivory Coast, some you may want to draw and others you may want the “host/ hostess” to be able to describe.  *Choose recipes that are easy to  depict as you will need props!

Day 2--Create the Skit  

All members will contribute to the:

· Creation of skit with a minimum of 10 lines each

· Discussion and Creation of props : signs (for the marché),  table settings, recipes, and the food, which may be real or pictures

· Staying focused, on task, and communicating only with your own group members

Day 3--Individual Tasks ; TASK B:

For the Une invitée pour le déjeuner skit there will also be individual tasks
· Two persons will make an elaborate marché with many choices with  price signs for the foods in local currency . Label your market “Treichville”.
· One person will find and prepare/draw/download pictures of  3 Cote d’Ivoire recipes, to refer to during the skit…page 244 will help too.
· One person will create the home set, (a table setting) where the invited guest will enjoy the dinner (Pictures glued onto plates) with the family

· One person will be responsible for the typing of the dialog and sending copies to members for group editing.
