OPTION 1: The following question(s) and situation(s) require(s) an oral response from one student.

Situation 1

Situation 3

One of your brother's friends calls on the phone for him, but your brother is not home. Ask who's calling and then tell him or her to call back later.

Situation 5
A friend asks to talk to you because he or she has a problem. Listen to your friend's problem. Try to console your friend as best as you can.

Situation 6
You've had a miserable day. Call a friend and ask if you can talk about some of your problems. Your friend agrees and consoles you and gives you some good advice.

OPTION 3: The following situation requires three or more students.

Your friends have a problem to discuss. Your friends want opinions as to what should be done. Friends advice each other.
