Chapter 10  Culminating Activity: Fashion Show- Choice A!

We are going to practice our Chapter 10 clothing vocabulary by putting on a fashion show ! 

1. Think of an outfit that you have and would like to describe.  It can be any appropriate outfit. (casual, dressy, a sports uniform with a piece of equipment, pjs, seasonal clothing…)  

2. Write a rough copy.  The list of requirements and suggestions below will guide your writing and give you ideas of what to include in your presentation.

3. Once you have completed the rough copy, choose a classmate to peer edit.  You also will be asked to peer edit someone’s work.  Are all written requirements met ?  Check for agreement of gender markers, and adjectives.  Do you remember BAGS from Chapter 7 ? Beauty, Age, Goodness, Size, are usually the adjectives that come in front of the nouns they modify.  The others, colors for example, usually follow  the noun they modify.  Look up nouns in the dictionary to make sure that the adjectives and gender markers agree, if you aren’t sure !

4. Carefully write your final copy.  You may want to use an index card instead of a piece of paper since it is easier to hold.

5. The fashion show will be on Friday !  You will need to wear or bring in your outfit and props !  Be Creative and Have Fun !
