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Practice the scales you already know, so you don’t forget them.

Learn the rest of the major scales….there are 12 total.

Play your scales in many variations.  When you invent a new way to play as scale, like 3rds, do it for every scale until you can do it equally well for each scale.

Learn the chromatic scale starting on different notes.

Learn all of your scales beyond just one octave.

Play pieces you already know (songs from Book 1, Solo and Ensemble music, concert music), but really concentrate on playing them correctly and beautifully!

Look ahead in Book 2 and try to play new music.  Be very careful not to learn wrong rhythms.  Clap and count everything!

Ask your parents to buy you a book with a play-along CD from the music store.  Make sure you don’t get one that’s too hard.

Find a private teacher and take lessons.

Invite a friend over and play duets.  Invite another and play trios.

Go see live performances of music.

Work on making a bigger difference between your tonguing styles:  legato, staccato, marcato, etc.

Flutes:  Try to play longer phrases.  Work on control of just the head joint.

Clarinets:  Practice playing over the break (G-A-B-C) over and over and faster and faster and cleaner and cleaner.

Saxophones:  Try to play softer with more control in the two extremes of register….high and low.

Brass:  Buzz with and without the mouthpiece;  buzz songs, scales, anything.  Work on long tones and lip flexibility.

Percusssion:  Practice your weaker instrument.  Work on your rudiments.
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
