What’s Your Shoe Size?

Objective: Students will collect and record data about their class shoe sizes to find mean, median, mode and range of a set of data.

Materials: 

Scratch paper for tracing

Measuring tape/ruler (one per group)

Large chart paper (optional)

Activity Instructions: 
1) Each student will trace his/her foot on a sheet of paper, leaving their socks ON! Students will use measuring tape or rulers to measure their foot length-wise (toe to heel) and record it in cm.  Students will record this data and their actual shoe size (in either whole or half sizes), and complete group data sheet. 

2) Students will post the data from each student and display this data in a place in the room where all students can access the information.  Each student will record the data for the entire class, both their foot lengths and their shoe sizes.

3) Students will figure out the mean, median, mode, and range of the foot lengths and shoe sizes and record this data in the attached table.

4) Have students compare lengths to shoe sizes, checking to see if the measurements are consistent.
