NEWS FROM THE NURSE:

THERE’S A LOUSE IN THE HOUSE!

Parents should be aware that we have had more Vinal School students with pediculosis (head lice) this fall than in past years. Local pediatricians have also seen an increase in the number of cases reported. 

Head lice are passed from direct contact and can infest anyone. They can be uncomfortable, itchy and are a nuisance, but they do not cause illness and are not a sign of unclean homes or families.

Head lice are about the size of a sesame seed and lay multiple nits (eggs) per day. Nits attach themselves firmly to hair strands close to the scalp and look like tiny grains of rice. If your child does have head lice, you will need to be diligent in treating and removing all nits to prevent re-infestation. Mrs. Almeida will need to check your child before returning to school.
To help prevent head lice, please teach your child to avoid sharing personal items such as hats, combs and brushes.
