Welcome to our Immigration/Genealogy Class.  Family history as a research exercise is much broader than traditional genealogy-it includes looking at the history, the time period, geographic location, and information about collateral relatives as well as the lineal ones.

 In this class the students will:

Study immigration in the United States between 1820 and 1920 with a 

 focus on Ireland, Germany and Italy

Work on personal family histories; this will happen at appropriate 

 intervals Because this will be a very small class much of the work 

 of genealogy will happen one-on-one with the teacher as well as

 independently.

Knowledge Objectives: students will
     1.  Students will understand the motivation behind emigration.
     2.  Assess the quality of urban immigrant life in the United States.
     3.  Analyze political and social movements:  nativism, 

          the Know-Nothing Party and anti-immigrant laws

     4.  Weigh the relationship between immigration and American ideals

     5.  Determine where their own families fit in the immigrant 

          Experience.
Skills Objectives: students will
     1.  Students will analyze, evaluate, and interpret primary source

          Documents.
     2.  Discuss and write about issues.
     3.  Use evidence to draw conclusions.
     4   Learn to use basic genealogy search techniques.
     5.  Work towards developing a family tree that will have enough detail to 

          become a web page.
