Parent Shared Leadership Council Meeting

November 5, 2007

Minutes
Present were:  Anita Swinton, Christine Bell, Marina Shawcross, Martha Rex, Mary Ann Kimminau, Karen LeRose

1. The meeting began with a welcome to the 2007 PSLC.

2. Items from SSLC:

a.      There was a discussion of the impending SSLC selection process.  
b.  There was a mention of the new SSLC sponsor – Mrs. Mallory Young.  

c.  Mrs. Swinton discussed the fact that she will meet with the students more often because she would like to hear more of what students are feeling.  She said that one of the first tasks she’d like to have the SSLC do is to work on the Silent Sustained Reading initiative in order to put together things that could get all students more involved in a positive way.  She said there was a possibility of putting together incentives and rewards for students who read appropriate material.  There is also a possibility of  end of the year incentive prizes.

d.  Mrs. Swinton stated that she would like to have more students    on the           READ Posters.  This could be part of the incentive program.  She mentioned the success of the new Leadership Class Pilot Program initiated this year for students.

e.  Mrs. Swinton stated that Spirit Week went very well.  It was very peaceful.  The video opened the week on the right note.  The Leadership Class really helped with their proposal to the administration about how they would like the week to be organized.  The seniors seemed to be very appreciative of the Senior Breakfast.   The dance went well. “The students did a great job this year.”

3. Items from SLC:

a. There was a discussion of  the status of the proposed Attendance Policy.  Mrs. Swinton stated that we now have the ears of  and will probably meet with Dr. Matthews and Dr. Lindsay to discuss this issue.

b. There was a discussion of the future of the “Parent Morning Coffee Get-Togethers.”  Mrs. Swinton said that they would not begin yet.  They will possibly begin toward the end of November or the beginning of December with invitations possibly being included in Report Card mailings.

c. Mrs. Swinton mentioned that there will be an emphasis on using Edline more often for information, especially sent to active accounts.  She mentioned that she now has a staff volunteer who will keep the LHS website more fully updated. 

4. Matters from members:

a. There was a discussion of ways to recruit new members from Jamestown parents.  It was decided that Mrs. Shawcross and Mrs. Rex would work together to draft a letter inviting Jamestown parents to join both PSLC and PTA.  Linda Easter will be asked to help with this.  

b. There was a discussion about the fact that the LHS website Guidance section seems outdated.  The Senior Book on the website is from last year’s dates.  Mrs. Swinton mentioned that the new staff member who volunteered to work on the website will work on this issue.  There was a discussion of ways to let parents know that there are Senior Books available in Guidance.

c. There was a discussion about the combined high schools’ College Fair held at Jamestown on October 31st.   There was very little communication to let parents and students know about this vital event.  It was believed that this event should have been on the website.  Next year this will be at LHS.  There was a discussion about ensuring that more communication occur about this event next time.
d. There was a discussion about the pansies for the strip outside.  Mrs. Swinton stated that Mrs. Yoffy  is working on the pansies in her greenhouse.  She’s doing a terrific job with them!

e. There was a discussion of the hand sanitation machines for the cafeteria.  They were supposed to have been put up outside the lunch line.  

f. There was a discussion about the lopsided information in the news media about the MRSA bacteria.  Mrs. Swinton mentioned that Mr. Barner was on top of the MRSA situation the day he did training.  Lafayette High School, overall, became proactive about this issue immediately.  She mentioned that the LHS nurse, Beth Wells, has been working on this situation as well.

It was announced that the next meeting for PSLC will be Monday, December 3rd.  Our meetings are scheduled for the first Monday of each month.
