Course Description  

Students will learn mathematics by doing mathematics.  Concepts will be presented  under the premise of a real life problem or situation which needs to be solved.  Students will gain insight into the many facets of problem solving through hands on problem solving.  Students should achieve the following goals:
1. Develop mathematic intuition and a relevant base of mathematical knowledge

2. Gain experinces that connect classroom learning with real-world problems

3. Learn to work in groups and independently.

4. Increase knowledge of mathematics through explorations with appropriate technology.

5. Develop a positive attitude about learning and using mathematics
6. Build techniques of reasoning for effective problem solving

7. Learn to apply and display knowledge through alternative means of assessment, such as mathematical portfolios and journal writing

Specific Objectives/Topics by grading period:

1st Nine Weeks:

Problem solving with Linear Equations and Inequalities functions.   Linear models and problem solving. Systems of equations as models and used in problem solving.  Solving problem related to quadratics and quadratic models..
2nd Nine Weeks:

Modeling with exponential and logarithmic functions.  Probability studies and problem solving.  Solving problems using graphical and statistical models.  Real world financial models and problems.     
Note that in block classes material is covered at  a rate of 1.5 to 1.

Supplementary Materials will be added when needed to reinforce concepts when students show weakness.

Nine weeks Grades will be letter grades taken from the average of the students work for the nine weeks with the following percentages applying to each assignment.

Grades will come from:

Test, that will count 35%, and will be given at the end of chapters or major content areas. (A six weeks test and a six weeks notebook test will be given at the end of each six weeks)

Quizzes, that will count 30%, are on smaller content areas such as homework. Quizzes  are given only after explanation, practice, and student work is checked in class. This gives the student another chance to ask questions. 

Written homework, that will count 20%, is given all most every day and students have a standing assignment to review yesterday’s work to insure that all questions have been answered. Students are expected to show work and attempt all problems assigned. Home work grades come from daily observation and take up.

Journals, that will count 10%, will be taken up once a week and will be graded on content, effort, and how well the topics are understood 
Vocabulary Quizzes will count 5% and are given once each week. These are words put on the board daily to not only help enhance the students English skill but also to make them a better math student.

 Semester grades will include two nine weeks grades and the exam grade; exam will count as 25% and the two nine weeks grades will count 37.5%. 
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JOHN S. BATTLE MAKE UP POLICY

Every student is expected to make up all work missed in each class regardless of the reason for the absence.
