SPANISH IV:  FINAL SUGGESTIONS FOR FINAL EXAM

Reading Comprehension section (four reading selections, each followed by 5 multiple-choice questions, for a total of 20 questions).  Be sure to:

· for each question, read EACH answer option (A,B, C and D) CAREFULLY before choosing the best response;

· “use the test to take the test” – for example, some of the answer choices may contain information that can help you choose the right answer.

Grammar section (about 50 questions – fill-ins and multiple choice).  Be sure to know:

· EXACTLY what the INSTRUCTIONS say.  You must CAREFULLY READ THE INSTRUCTIONS FOR EACH SEGMENT OF THE EXAM.

· what subjunctive is (as opposed to, for example, a tense) (1 qn);

· how to form both the present subjunctive AND the imperfect subjunctive (2 qns);

· DISHES (what term refers to AND what the conjugations are) (1 qn);

· when to use present subjunctive vs. present indicative (TRIGGERS!) (10 qns)

· when to use IMPERFECT subjunctive vs. IMPERFECT indicative (again, know the TRIGGERS, and recall that when the trigger is in a past tense, the verb in the second clause is usually in a past tense, as well) (6 qns);

· when to use PRETERITE indicative vs. IMPERFECT indicative (2 qns);

· how to form and when to use FUTURE vs. CONDITIONAL (3 qns) – examples:

· Tomorrow I  {will / would} finish the essay.

· I {will / would} go to the movies tonight, but I don’t have any money.

· How to form and use ALL FOUR of the PERFECT tenses (6 qns):

· how to form ALL conjugations of the helper (auxiliary) verb haber;

· how to form regular AND irregular (RREVVMACPHDD) past participles

· how to ignore DELIBERATELY MISSPELLED or MISTAKEN past participles, such as *rompido (the pp of romper is really roto, as you know)

· DON”T LET ME TRICK YOU!!

· the “formulas” for ALL FOUR types of si clause you learned (4 qns)

· how to write ALL command forms (recall “chart” we used this year) (3 qns)

· how to form and use the “unintentional/unexpected events” construction (1 qn)

· how to form and use the TRUE passive voice (1 qn)

· how to form and use the “passive se” construction (1 qn)

· uses of POR vs. PARA (1 qn)

· OBJECT PRONOUNS (8 qns!!):

· meaning/uses of RPs, IDOPs and DOPs

· WHERE OPs are placed in various structures (e.g., with respect to single conjugated verbs, in two-verb constructions, in progressive-tense expressions, and with respect to affirmative vs. negative commands

Writing section (brief essay of AT LEAST 120 words) – your choice of three topics:

· one topic is related to someone’s future plans;

· one topic is related to what someone WOULD do IF he/she were _______;

· one topic involves advice/recommendations.
