Course Objectives

The desired outcomes for the student of Spanish IV fall into two main areas. The second major objective is to increase the breadth and depth of your knowledge of the diverse cultures in which Spanish is spoken.  This will entail readings, classroom discussions, Internet tasks, audiovisual presentations (videos, songs, etc.) and other activities.  In addition to examining selected literary works, we’ll begin to explore the geography, history, economics and music of some of these countries, as well.
