The Tuscarora War 1711-1715
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BACKGROUND
There were two groups of Tuscarora, the northern led by Chief Blunt, and the southern led by Chief Hancock. The Northern Tuscarora and Chief Blunt lived near the Roanoke river while the Southern Tuscarora and Chief Hancock lived near New Bern.

· Indicate on the map above the location of the Northern and Southern Tuscarora.

Both groups were being attacked by European (specifically English) colonists and after several years of this, Chief Hancock decided he had no choice but to attack the colonists.
On September 22, 1711, Hancock and the Southern Tuscarora attacked the farmers on the Neuse and Trent rivers and the town of Bath. Ultimately, hundreds of English colonists were killed.
1. Why do you think the English were attacking the Tuscarora?
· Circle the areas the Southern Tuscarora attacked in the map above.

Governor Hyde of N.C. called for help from their allies the Catawba and from South Carolina. South Carolina sent several hundred soldiers along with other Native American tribes from South Carolina. In 1712, all of these forces attacked the Southern Tuscarora and over three hundred Tuscarora died, with several hundred women and children sold into slavery.
2. Do you think it was right for the English to sell the Tuscarora women and children into slavery? Why?

The English offered Chief Blunt control of the entire Tuscarora tribe if he helped them defeat the Southern Tuscarora. Chief Blunt then captured Chief Hancock and handed him over to the English, who then executed Chief Blunt. In 1713, the Tuscarora at Fort Neoheroka were attacked and over 1,000 Tuscarora were killed by the English and the Catawba.
This was the last major battle of the war, though the war would continue for another two years. In the end, the Southern Tuscarora were removed from North Carolina and forced to travel to New York.

5. Do you think Chief Blunt knew that turning Chief Hancock over to the English would result in Hancock’s death?

7. What do you think happened to the Catawba after the war ended? Why?
