There are many NIKE junior camps throughout the Northeast, but my experience is that there are too many kids on each court, and while many players are very good, there is not sufficient instruction/supervision at the junior camps. They are a bit cheaper than the following, but at these, you get a better camper: instructor ratio, and that is very important when paying this much money – you need some personal attention. In no particular order --

This camp is no-frills, but has a long-standing and fine reputation. The players are normally from the Allentown/Bethlehem area (Lehigh Valley), and are not the highly-ranked kids. For this price, you can’t go wrong. The campus is fine; the focus is on tennis, and at least in the past, the camper: instructor ratio has been good. The director is a nice man (who has spoken with me a number of time regarding potential recruits from BHS) and runs a good camp.  
There are a number of good programs in South Carolina and Florida, where the training is pretty high-caliber, but normally there are a number of kids on the courts and either they’re rich and can’t play (but mom and dad need a break) or they’re insanely good. Either way, why bother flying south during the summer? The costs are high, and these facilities are more suitable for a winter break trip to get ready for the boys’ season. There are also some good programs in Vermont and Massachusetts, but the distance is far and a few of them are not necessarily tennis-focused. I can give you those names, if you want them though.
