‘Leadership Somerset’ Essay Contest

Is a Question of Ethics

Submission deadline is Sept. 5
        The Somerset County Leadership Somerset Program invites county youth entering grades 8-12 this September to enter an essay contest addressing an ethical issue they may have encountered.  Submission deadline is Friday, Sept. 5.
        Entrants are asked to describe in 200 words or less a situation they experienced in which they were faced with an ethical issue and what they learned about themselves from the experience.  

        Two $100 U.S. Savings bonds will be awarded; one for the winner from the grades 8-9 category and one for grades 10-12.    Winners will be notified by mail around Oct. 1.  Prizes are provided by an anonymous donor.

Entries will be reviewed and winners selected by a group of judges from the Leadership Somerset board and alumni. 

Leadership Somerset is a 12-month community-leadership program committed to preparing adults of diverse backgrounds for civic leadership.  Since 2000, Leadership Somerset has empowered participants with a greater understanding of the county through education and exploration of the issues affecting the communities that make up Somerset County. The goal of the program is to encourage adults and young people (through the Youth Leadership Somerset program) to take active leadership roles in their community and to become resources as they work for the common good.
