Level 2: For experience – all “varsity” players should enter L2, but without expectations of winning matches! Regardless of your results, you will gain match experience and hopefully have more confidence once next season arrives. 

Level 1: John plays L1 tournaments, and until you experience some success in L2, I don’t think you should be playing L1.

You should balance matches with practice…you can’t enter all of these tournaments, and you need to make sure that you are playing them with a purpose. If you lose, start making corrections for the next match; if you win, improve your strengths and continue to work on correcting problems….these will not prepare you for a professional career in tennis, but they may help you develop problem-solving skills as well as help you learn to compete.
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
